The woman sounded almost
hvsterical as she poured her
complaint into the ears of Pa-
trolman Ralph (Skip) Wallace
at Station X.

“He's locked himself into
his room again,” she wept. “My
poor little boy. He doesnt
know how to open the door.
Please, please send the police.”

Calmly, Patrolman Wallace
pried from the woman her ad-
dress. Her **bov,”’ she said was
32 and a {ormer mental pa-
tient. Without a change in his
voice, Patrolman Wallace ques-
tioned the woman further and
then dispaiched a car 1o the
“home.

~onds, but 1n that short time

a lot.

So messages can be pl'oper!_v
checked, all emergency calls
are recorded on tapes. Each
call 1s noted on a form which
is Keprt—in-& f{ile at -least—twg
yvears.

“PEOPLE TALK mighty
fast sometimes,” explained Pa-
trolman Wallace. “We can get
most messages. But sometimes,
we have to take off the tape
recording and play it back to
he sure what we heard. Also,
if there is a complaint, we
have the exact message, in the
‘person’s own voice.”
