Spokesmen from Covington
and Newport pledged their|
participation yesterday at a
nieeting with Police Chief
Schrotel. The representatives
included Police Chie{ George
Gugel and City Manager Os-|
car Hesch of Newport and
Police Chief John Bornhorni
of Covington.

THE RADIO hook-in is ex-
pected to cost about $250 each
for participating communities
in Kentucky. The plan would
cost Cincinanti between $1000;
and 31500 for new equipment
at Station X.

Chief Schrotel said the ulti-
mate goal is to get seven
northern Kentucky radio sta-
tions 1into the plan. The
others are Ft. Thomas, Belle-
vue, Dayton, FErlanger and
Campbell County.

T he chief said another
meeting with all the com-
munities involved will be,
called after a report of yes-
terday’s meeting 1s submitted
to them.
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
