prove services. The funds will

be used to hire persomtel to-

screen calls to the police.

An award of $11. 404 went
for the project “Businessmen
for Youth,” to be implement-
ed bv Big Brothers of Greater
Cincomatt. The project will
assipgn volumteers from the

local busmess commumity to
yvoungsters who have been
identified by school officials
as potential dmpouts or delin-
quents.
