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Microwaves may be used
in the future for police ra-

dios, making police com-
munications independent
of the telephone lines now
used to transfer the radio
messages.

Automatic ear locators
may be installed in the
center so the dispatcher
could tell at a glance
which car is closest to the
scene of a given event,
Davis said.

"We were the first major
police force in the United
States to go to PREP re-dio- ,"

Bracke said. "We are
continuing to plan five to
10 years ahead of

police officers are available
for the calls they are most
needed for, Bracke said.

POSSIBLE FLAXS in the
future for Station X in-

clude a system, now in use
in Dallas and Seattle,
which gives each telephone
operator a visual data
screen, cn which he types
the call. The message is
stored automatically in the
computer memory bank,
and can be transmitted to

the screen of the dispatch-
er by a flick of a button.

At present, tapes and
cards with time punches
on them are used to keep
track of all police runs
and all calls to the center.

Two other frequencies
were available, one for

wanted persons, cars and
guns,

IN' THE PLANNING state

Secondary Complaint Op-
erators will handle the
many calls to the center
that do not require police
presence.

Call-stacki- in-

volves the rating of com-

plaints by their seriousness
into three categories: Ur-

gent, Expedite and Rou-

tine, Bracke explained.
If a person is hurt or In

danger, a red Urgent card
will be used and a police-
man sent immediately, if a
crime is reported, but the
criminals have fled and no
one is hurt, la green Expe-
dite card will have an offi-

cer dispatched within five
minutes.

If the complaint does
not involve people but
property, and affords no
danger to anyone, then an
officer will be sent within
15 minutes.

The system is to assure
that a limited number of

At present three men
answer any of the 86 tele-

phone lines coming in to
Station X, write the ad-

dress and description of
the complaint on a color-code- d

card and hand deliv-
er the card to a dispatch-
er.

This summer, the three
will be increased to six
and the cards will be car-
ried to the dispatcher by a
conveyor, Bracke said. This
will allow quicker handling
of complaints.

Up to now, only one con-

sole at Station X has been
equipped to handle ed

inquiries. Offi-

cers on the street often
had to wait to get access
to the computer.

To end this bottleneck in
one of the most important
parts of Cincinnati police
cornmunications, an added
man will be stationed by
each of the three dispatch-
ers. This man will handle
a computer screen, to be
added to the desk, for in-

quiries, Bracke said- -
